	1. Common Cause Handbook

The Common Cause Handbook was basically designed to be a slimmer, lighter version of the original Common Cause report published by WWF. In it, the psychological research on human values is examined – and how they relate to another important piece of communicative and mental architecture, frames. The aim is to show not only that the things we care about most in life matter a great deal, but also that we are influencing each other’s values all the time. We need to gain a better understanding of how we influence each other through what we do, in order that the way we do so ultimately advances the wellbeing of others, of the natural world, and of future generations.

	2. Climate Science Briefing Note

The environmental think tank, the Green Alliance, published a briefing note on 13 July that aims to demystify and summarise the latest climate science. The briefing was produced under the Green Alliance's 'Climate Leadership Programme' for MPs, in association with the Grantham Institute for Climate Change at Imperial College London. It is based on information compiled in a more extended form by the Royal Society, the Committee on Climate Change and the Met Office, and is intended as an aid to communicating the issue. All scientific evidence is referenced and sources of further information are given.

	3. Government Report on Behaviour Change

A report published on 19 July by the House of Lords Science and Technology Sub-Committee into the way the Government tries to influence people’s behaviour using behaviour change interventions found that 'nudges' used in isolation are unlikely to be effective. The report argues that a whole range of measures – including some regulatory measures – will be needed to change behaviour in a way that will make a real difference to society’s biggest problems. 
Commenting on the publication of the report, Committee Chair Baroness Neuberger said: "Focusing on how we can change a whole nation’s behaviour, has become an increasingly pressing issue as governments realise that societal problems, like the need to reduce obesity and reduce carbon emissions, aren’t going away. We welcome this Government’s desire to take the science behind behaviour change seriously in an attempt to find an effective solution."

	Froglife is a national wildlife charity committed to the conservation of amphibians and reptiles - frogs, toads, newts, snakes and lizards - and saving the habitats they depend on. Throughout this time we have initiated a number of national and regional projects, and remained a central voice for public advice on issues surrounding reptile and amphibian conservation. Froglife's work falls into three strands: on the ground conservation, environmental education and communication (the provision of advice/information). Through a range of ground-breaking projects, Froglife engages with many levels of the education system, from children and teachers in schools, through to disadvantaged young people and those with learning difficulties, to universities and higher education.

In 2008 Froglife took to Scotland to initiate projects that benefit wildlife and encourage the public to volunteer with on the ground conservation work to help amphibians and reptiles. Scotland is home to 6 amphibian and 3 reptile species. All of these species have been affected by loss of habitat in recent years. 

Set up in 2009, the Living Water project is creating and managing wildlife hotspots across Glasgow. The project initially focused on 14 habitats selected by Glasgow City Council but now, after additional funding was obtained in 2010, it has expanded in to North Lanarkshire. The aim is to help enhance pond habitats for amphibians and a variety of wildlife that will be attracted to these amazing aquatic habitats.

Following the success of another project, Green Pathways in Peterborough, we're now looking to take the scheme to other areas, including Glasgow. We would be really interested to hear from other organisations, particularly volunteer groups and schools that have groups of young people that might appreciate opportunities for outdoor learning. We also want to hear from funders who might be interested in contributing to this ground-breaking work.
