	4. Wales Carrier Bag Charge Becomes Law

Wales’s plan to introduce a charge for carrier bags will now become law following approval by Assembly Members. The law, which will come into force from 1 October next year, will see Welsh shoppers paying 5p per single use carrier bag. Wales is the first country in the UK to introduce a charge as part of its efforts to dramatically reduce the volume of carrier bags given out to shoppers.

To further boost its environmental credentials the company has hired an environmental intern from the Environmental Placement Programme to help reduce their energy-related GHG emissions. The placement involves assessing current energy consumption, identifying alternative technologies, contacting suppliers and implementing the necessary changes that make both environmental and economic sense. 

Better World Books have recently launched a new project called Book for Book. Every time someone buys a book on their website they donate a book to someone in need. The partners they donate to are Books for Africa, one of our longtime non-profit literacy partners, and Feed the Children, who have been champions in finding new homes for books.
