The Fred Edwards Trust, a new charity established in 2010, aims to encourage and support active citizenship based on the principles of social justice, ecological integrity, economic literacy and a global view. It works to encourage a spirit of change in Scotland at a social and at an individual level. Their aim is to encourage people to find resolutions to previously intractable social and environmental challenges through their own active citizenship and leadership. We define a leader as “anybody, anywhere, at any level who takes an initiative”.

Currently, the Trust’s focus is on developing its Action Learning Programme, to inspire individuals to be active in society and to see the possibilities of real change in their lives and their environment.
